The quorum was confirmed and the assembly was started.

Dr. Marcos Mocellin asked for a minute of silence to honor the memory of Dr. Antonio de la Cruz. Later he pointed out the work done in the past years to  further develop the Pan-American association.  Courses will be done in different countries of the continent, financed by the association on the odd years. The first course will take place in Peru on 2011, since it was the country that came in second for host election in 2008.  The President recommended continuing the path outlined by Dr. Antonio de la Cruz to empower the Association and make it presence stronger in each country.

Dr. Luis Macias presented his report of the congress. He pointed out that all the planned programs took place and the participation of Latin-Americans and Americans was even during the Congress.  The marketing effort for the congress captured 800 ENT professionals.  There were 50 Posters and 70 scientific presentations of original research. Young ENT professionals were encouraged to participate as is the policy of the Association.

The Pan-American management guides were not distributed during the congress but they will be delivered.  In general he gave a positive report of the XII congress.

A formal written vote was carried out.  The votes were counted by people of countries not nominated. The election was done in a two round system.  In the first round none of the nominated obtained more than 50% of the votes. In this round Colombia and Venezuela obtained the highest number of votes.  With these two countries a second definite vote was passed and the city of Cartagena, Colombia was elected as host for the 2014 Pan – American Congress under the Presidency of Dr. Juan Manuel Garcia who will designate his collaborators according with the regulations of the Pan-American Association.

Total votes: 95.  Figure that matched with the votes in the two rounds.
